Tribal Fusion Belly Dance

Tribal Fusion Belly Dance is a form of modern belly dance that blends many other dance forms, hence the word ‘fusion.’  Although limitless in terms of choreography, it often incorporates elements of Popping and Locking, Hip Hop, Break-dance, 'Egyptian' or 'Cabaret' Belly Dance, and Modern Dance, but often draws from many traditional forms such as Flamenco, Khatak, Bhangra, Balinese, and other folkloric dance styles.  Tribal Fusion dancers utilize a variety of musical genres, such as folkloric Egyptian, Indian, Middle Eastern pop, as well as contemporary electronic music, hip hop, rock, jazz, etc.

Note:  Because Tribal Fusion is rooted in Middle Eastern belly dance, which is traditionally done by women, it is a very feminine style dance.  It is, however, not restricted to women.
